= to always use a safe place to cross the road such
as a pedestrian crossing, traffic lights or a school

Always hold your children’s hands — when walking on the e .
crossing, if available

When your children are between 8 and 10 years old,

supervise them very closely when they are near traffic and " never to assume that a driver can see them or

= showing respect to other pedestrians.

STOP! one step back from the kerb.

LOOK! continuously look both ways.

LISTEN! for the sounds of approaching traffic.
THINK! is it safe to cross?
